Intended Impact
In 2030, fair, responsible and sustainable mica supply chain are established in India. Unacceptable working conditions are eliminated, and child labor is eradicated.
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Initial situation, prior to 2017
Mica collection is illegal in Bihar and Jharkhand States of India and barely formalized in other India states, largely collected by mica-dependent communities , including their children. Mica is collected
and processed under poor working conditions.
